Recreation Grounds
a) The annual inspection report had been carried out with some of the equipment needing repairs.  These were classed as medium risk and it was agreed that Cllr JD and the lengths man access what work could be carried out before ordering parts. It was RESOLVED that the Roundabout would need to be repaired by the manufacturer at a cost £480.00
b) A request had been received from Tyanna Circus to attend the village in July/August for a week.  It was agreed to investigate further before making a decision.

a) Highway Warden report in progress
b) Street Doctor responses

849494 – Grit bin in Bakers Crescent replaced.
Query was asked re the Turbines along the Irchester to Farndish turn and it was stated that deliveries should be completed by April.  The road was due to be resurfaced in the summer.
c) Correspondence had been received from the landowner regarding the definitive footpath which was not approved by them.
d) Several residents had objected to the yellow line restrictions for Parsons and Arkwright Road junctions.  It was agreed to ask NCC if they can extend the yellow line restriction at the top end of Arkwright Road by a further 10 meters.
e) A questionnaire had been received from NCC regarding the quality of the service which was completed at the meeting.
f) Discussion took place regarding the TR22 lighting certificate.  A quotation had been requested but not yet received and it was agreed to give delegated powers for repairs to those items marked as a safety issue.
g) Discussion took place regarding installing a dog/litter bin on the grass verge near London End.  It was noted that several residents had sent in objection letters.  It was agreed to ask NCC if a litter bin only could be placed in the area.

a) It was stated that a footpath near to one of the houses in Riverside Court had been removed and a caravan had been placed in the garden.  PC to write to Orbit regarding the issues. It was agreed to marshal the events, possibly use cones and ask a local land owner to use the industrial estate. The parking area could also be marked out.  It was requested by the Parsons Hall committee is they could purchase a sign stating patrons only but query was raised on how this would be enforced.

d) School budget – Chair of school governors stated there were no plans for the school to reduce teachers and all queries regarding school issues should be addressed to the governor’s clerk.
