Cemetery/War Memorial

a) It was stated that several interments had taken place throughout July and August.  
b) It was stated that the grass spoil removal will take place within the next few months however concern was raised that this would be an on going issue.

Highways

a) Concern was raised regarding the state of the roads with pot holes not being repaired.  It was agreed by NNC, at a previous meeting held with them, that some pot holes would be repaired in August. However query was raised as to why only part areas were repaired and not others.  No further updates were forthcoming.
b) Problems were being experience with parking in Little Irchester regarding visitors to the Country Park.  A proposal has been made to extend the yellow lines in Daniels Road/Newtown Road but parking still remains a problem.
c) The quotation for weed spraying several alleyways was discussed however if was agreed to ask for a requote to remove weeds, dispose of waste and weed spray
d) Discussion took place regarding the proposal for Speed restriction reduction to 40mph in Gipsy Lane outside of the country park.  Councillors were concerned that drivers would have 3 speed limits in close proximity and proposed that the 40mph be extended in both directions from the village to Little Irchester.  Cllr Maguire asked for his vote of objection to be recorded.

Play Areas
a) The request for a further seat on the Recreation Ground was discussed and it was agreed not to place a seat in that area at this moment in time.  The Recreation Working Party to arrange a meeting to discuss potential improvements.
b) The roundabout in Daniels Road play area had been removed due to safety issues.

Discussion took place regarding the Remembrance Day Service and it was agreed to set up a Working Party with the same format for both villages as in previous years.
