Skatepark - the order had been placed with HAGS and work was scheduled to start in October.  The Chair and Clerk attended the open day at Knuston Hall and sold tickets for the raffle.  The first prize was £100 cash, donated by The Mowerman with 2nd and 3rd prizes being a family day at Santa Pod Flame and Thunder and Outdoor Lighting had donated Waitrose vouchers to the value of £100.00 Several other raffle prizes had been donated.  A disco was being arranged for the end of September and also a further car wash.

a)
The Highway Warden report was noted placed on the council’s website.

RESOLVED to replace the litter bin outside the Co-op with a larger covered one from Glasdon at a cost of no more than £360.00 fitted

Dog fouling - the dog bones received from the police and Dog warden were distributed on the Borough 
Councillors litter pick day on 12th July

Dog bins were requested for alleyway near junction of School Lane although there is currently one in the alleyway, half way up Woodlands Road and Arkwright Road Warren Close alleyway.  It was felt that no further bins were required and a map of bin locations will be included in the next Village Voice.

DPPO signs - still waiting for the design.  Agreed to purchase signs 7 at £49.00 each plus delivery

A letter had been received from Anglian Water stating that they felt that the problem had been resolved. SO were suspended in order for a member of the public to speak stating that he had contacted the MP regarding the problem.  SO Resumed

Discussions took place regarding the upgrading of lights in the village and if was stated that the lights on Chester Road could be reduced and the light in the alleyway near Ash Close would need replacing however this belongs to NCC. Agreed to get a quotation for the Chester Road lights to remove the bottom lights. It was agreed to write to Network Rail regarding the damage lamp in Chester Road.

Planning - The following applications had been received:

a) A Neighbourhood Plan update was received There was concern regarding the Chester Road appeal.

Standing Orders were suspended so that the chair of the NHP could explain.  The appeal for Earls Barton had been called in by the secretary of state so that they he could make a decision.  The Chester Road appeal will be heard on 30th September.  Anyone can ask to have an appeal called in but they would need to have information to support it.  WBC planning officers are looking at this process to see if it was feasible.  WBC are also suspending all planning applications outside the village policy line until the Chester Road appeal has been finalised as they have a 5 year supply of land. Standing Orders resumed.  Chair received a telephone call from land owner next to Austin Close play area regarding potential development of his land.  There are other land owners of the old allotments also and they have been advised to contact the consultant of the NHP.
