Public participation/Police Report/NCC Update
No members of the public present.  NCC Cllr M Griffiths attended the meeting.
Cllr M Griffiths stated that the centre of Wellingborough had been subjected to a fire and recent flooding.  Concern was raised regarding the increased Covid 19 cases as many of the workers and families of the Greencore workplace lived in the Wellingborough area.  A walk in testing station was being set up on the Market Square.  Current concerns were being raised regarding the horse fair taking place over the bank holiday weekend. It was also RESOLVED to increase the amount of delegated powers from £250 to £1000.00. a) It was agreed to replace the bus shelter along Gipsy Lane in October 2020
b) Discussion took place regarding the request to move/remove the street light outside of 1 Orchard Place in order for the resident to widen the driveway was discussed.  It was agreed that should the resident wish to have the lamp removed they would have to pay the cost to the council before the order could be raised.
c) RESOLVED to replace the 2nd set of batteries for the speed cameras

d) Discussion took place regarding flag poles maintenance and servicing at a cost of £295.00 each.  It was agreed to have all three flag poles serviced
e) Regarding the consultation for ANPR Camera for Station Road Irchester the council had no comments to make
f) Discussion took place regarding the repairing of the bus shelter opposite the Recreation Ground to either replace the Perspex or replace with the Littlethorpe wooden panes.  RESOLVED to replace all the Perspex panes with timber ones.
g) Discussion took place regarding the possibility of requesting parking restrictions along the bank area in Farndish Road near to the junction.  It was agreed to approach NCC regarding this.

Play Areas

a) It was stated that a couple of seats on the roundabout needed to be replaced due to wear and tear where the wood had deteriorated through the bolts and were no longer secure.  It was agreed that a visual inspection rota be organised for councillors
b) It was agreed to look at the requirement of trimming trees and clearing weeds around the perimeter of the recreation ground.  The council delegated powers to the Clerk in order to get the work done.

Community Information

a) Discussion took place regarding organising some form of memorial event for families that had lost loved ones throughout the pandemic.  It was agreed to defer the discussion to later in the year.
b) Discussion took place regarding the Remembrance Day Service.  It was stated that an announcement from the Royal British Legion was due before specific arrangements could be made regarding a service and laying of wreaths.

Correspondence
a) Discussion took place regarding reinstating the CCTV on the Recreation Ground.  It was agreed not to pursue this as a project due to cost and low criminal activity in the area.
b) It was stated that the Irchester Post Master had now resigned.
c) A request was made for the VAS signs to be placed in Berrill Street however this area was included in the Section 50 licence. It was however agreed to place the 30mph sign boards on the lamps posts in Berrill Street for a few weeks to remind drivers of the speed limits.

Village Hall -  As the Chair had declared an interest and was not able to vote on the subject councillors voted Cllr JP Carr into the Chair to deal with this item.  RESOLVED to award a grant of £8500.00 to the Village Hall

b) Library – Discussion took place regarding the signing of the lease for the library.  Two items were outstanding to complete being tidying the vegetation outside the building and the redecoration of the water damaged wall.  Concern was raised regarding the timing of the lease due to the current crisis and what restrictions would need to be put into place before the building could be opened safely.  Recruiting and training of volunteers was still to take place and it was not yet possible to hold funding events.  Councillors were willing to sign the lease but needed more clarification from NCC on the issues raised and negotiation on the take over date.
