· It was stated that there had been a number of cars parked on Gipsy Lane from the country park whilst repairs had taken place with the car park and that there seemed to be more litter in Little Irchester on Saturday mornings.

a) Orchard – seed balls and meadow seeds planted.  Sweet Almond tree had been offered however this would grow too tall for the area.  Young volunteer attends every week and looks after the area.  Would like to install 3 raised beds for herbs and flowers to encourage bees etc.  Wood has been donated for the planters.  Someone had fly tipped some concrete and bricks in front of the dog bin area.
b) Library – The two large and the scaffolding has been removed.  The outside wall and block paving had also been repaired
c) A steering group had been set up of community volunteers to organise a Big Lunch on Sunday 4th June to celebrate the Queens Platinum Jubilee.  Request had been made from members of the steering group for a contribution towards equipment for the day.  RESOLVED to accept the quotation of £210.83 plus VAT.  RESOLVED that the recreation ground could be used for parking and that the council would write to the Co-op for a community donation.
d) RESOLVED that the WI can decorate both War Memorials with poppies again in November following the guidelines from the previous year.  Little Irchester War Memorial would need to be checked daily by the Lt Irchester Councillors regarding safety etc.
e) It was stated that the planter in the centre of the village will be filled in April.  RESOLVED to allocate £150 towards plants.
