· WP/19/00131/FUL Proposal: Single storey rear extension Location: 1A London Road, Little Irchester, Wellingborough, Northamptonshire, NN8 2EA – no comments

· WP/19/00140/FUL Proposal: Erect agricultural barn and new access and retain hardcore left by Network rail location land adj 136 Cornerfield Nursery, High St and Station Rd – Concern was raised in that the description was misleading, there are ample farm buildings a field away, the field is managed by a third party, the access is on a dangerous stretch or road, goes against polict 2 of the Irchester, Knuston and Little Irchester Neighbourhood plan regarding protecting the views of the grade I listed church and High Street.  It also goes against the policies 1, 8 & 15 of the NNJCS.

It was agreed that a letter be sent to BCW from the PC expressing an interest.
c) Information responses regarding the recent library leaflet were given to councillors.  It was agreed that JPC,PA and Clerk commence the setting up of a management committee in order to take over the running of the community library if feasible
d) Parsons Hall – discussion took place regarding the AGM on 3rd April 2019 at 4pm for the year 2018 and was stated that notices had been displayed in the village but no confirmation was given as to where.  No notices had been issued to be placed in the village notice boards.
