b) Discussion regarding the Remembrance Day services. The insurance of the event was covered under the pc certificate as long as the event was organised safely with up to date risk assessments in place. Wreaths had been ordered. Knitted poppies would be displayed at the memorial sites and inspected daily.  Lt Irchester service to commence at 2.30pm and Irchester 10.50am  Cllr Carr was thanked for organising the event.
