The council were informed of an organisation that could help with the process at a cost of £79.00 set up fee and then £29.00 per month until the tasks had been completed.  It was agreed that the new finance advisory group look at in the new council.

Recreation Grounds

a) Inspection report had been received.  The copings for the skate park had not yet been repaired and the manufacturer had been reminded.  It was agreed that the Recreation Advisory Group from the new elected council carry out an audit of all the current equipment.
b) A quotation of £ 875.00 had been received to clear the rubble and weed area near to the slope at Austin Close.  After discussion regarding the wild flower area, it was agreed to accept the quote and plant the wildflowers opposite the skate park near the hedge.  The pc could spend up to £200.00 for seeds.

a) Neighbourhood Plan update had been circulated to councillors SO suspended in order for the Chair of the NHP Group to answer councillors questions.  Question re Heritage Assessment cost.  It was stated the group were awaiting costs and if any grants were available to support this. Question regarding the effect this would have on the time table.  Stated unsure on the time scale and how it will affect the plan at the moment. Request that an updated timetable be added to the website. SO resumed

Emergency Plan
a) A meeting had been held with NCC regarding the producing of an Emergency Plan.  The NCC would be donating some equipment that would be stored at the village hall for use in an emergency.  Volunteers were now required to attend training, write the plan and be included in the plan.  These included people with skills ie first aiders, nurses etc and also people with 4 x 4 vehicles, tractors and chain saws etc.  It was agreed to place a notice in the village voice asking for volunteers.

a) The cemetery advisory group had met to look at the query regarding the cremated remains row. SO suspended for the registrar to make comment.  Amendments had been made to the rules and regulations and it was agreed to accept the changes with the size of the cremated remains plots added and also diagrams regarding the positioning of the tablet.
