Recreation Grounds
a) Inspection report had been received.  No problems with the Circus.  It was stated that the drain cover housing had been damaged and needed to be repaired.  It was agreed to have this work completed asap.  The hedge at the back of the fence in the toddler play area was overgrown.  It was agreed to obtain a quotation to have this cut back.  The wooden surround to some wet pore in the recreation ground was rotting and nails were protruding.  These had been removed.  To monitor the situation.  Some scratch damage had been made to the equipment in Little Irchester.
b) Skatepark - the concrete elements had been installed and it was anticipated to be completed by beginning of November.  Discussion took place regarding the launch date which was agreed to be held on Saturday 15th November 2014 at 12 noon. It was agreed to invite all councillors, the sponsors and those making donations to the park.  RESOLVED to spend up to £250.00 on refreshments for the guests.
c) Request was made to the council to sell a section of land from Austin Close.  It was agreed not to proceed with discussion until the exact ownership of the parcels of land was established.
