RESOLVED that Cllr Miss L Brown and I French authorise the bacs payments for September.  Other council members will also find their log in details so that they can be added to the bacs authorisation list
Standing Orders suspended as PCSO C Duggan entered to the meeting
Police - Number of burglaries happening in the village where offenders were entering properties over back fences and back ways.  It was suggested that residents paint fences with anti-climb paint, add carpet gripper etc. and build up low fences however notices need to be displayed if using this type of deterrent.  Thefts were mainly jewellery related and to date no one had been detained.  
There had been three police operations within the area where an arrest had been made and property recovered.  Patrols had also increased and Woodlands Road and Gipsy Lane residents had been advised to secure buildings.
Theft from motor cars and also number plates had also been stolen.  Police will issue anti-theft screws if required.  Councillors asked if more foot patrols could take place however Irchester usual PCSO was currently unwell.
It was requested if the police could attend Austin Close area once the skate park commences.
The Council agreed to include police warning information in the next Village Voice and place on the web site.

Standing Orders resumed

Recreation Grounds
a) Skate park - the order had been placed with HAGS and work was scheduled to start in October.  Disco for Saturday 27th September had been cancelled due to lack of interest. The Grand Raffle to be drawn on 1st October at Village Hall for 7.00pm Carpenters Arms hold raffle on Sundays for the skate park and have raised £197.00 so far.  On 26th October there will be a quiz evening at the Carpenters Arms with proceeds going towards the Skate Park.  Once the ramps are completed then seats, bins and fencing would need to be considered.  It was agreed to secure the gate at the bottom of the lane onto Austin Close Park in order to stop unauthorised vehicles entering.
b) An emergency repair needed to be made to the basket ball area on the Recreation Ground in Wollaston Road at a cost of £150.00 plus VAT.  RESOLVED to accept the work retrospectively.
c) S106 - it was agreed to hold a meeting to discuss possible projects in 2015.
d) RESOLVED to replace 3 wooden posts between the bus shelter and gate at the recreation ground and for the Clerk to order them as long as the cost is no more than £500
