Unmetered supply costs – no further update 

e)
Councillors training – it was agreed to organise bespoke training and offer places, if any, to other delegates at a cost of £20.00 each
f)
Discussion took place regarding the request for a grant for the safety surface for the pre-school area for the village hall.  Costs varied from £3,500 to £7,000 It was agreed to continue to look at funding from other areas 
g)
Changes to the FOI were not looked at  by councillors and deferred to the August Meeting
h)
The Finance Advisory Group had met to discuss the Auto Enrolment.  It was agreed to look at NCC Local Government Scheme. Although the % payments was higher than required this scheme offered other benefits.  The NEST scheme was also looked at regarding contributions.   The Advisory Group are to arrange a further meeting in early September.

Recreation Grounds
a) Report received – Little Irchester play area ok. In Irchester some litter about during the week.  Litter is collected by Norse on Tuesday and Sunday and the pc litter picker usually clears the areas on Saturdays.  A resident stated that she could take collected cans for charity if they could be dropped off to her.  Councillors suggested purchasing litter grabbers and gloves and organise a litter picking rota, with the youths, on Fridays to collect the rubbish.  It was agreed to purchase 6 grabbers and gloves. 
b) Discussion took place regarding supplying more litter bins for Austin Close and it was stated that at times the bins were not being used.  It was agreed to see if a bin could be purchased for cans only, to monitor and review in September.
c) Discussion took place regarding the possible vehicular access from Austin Close to the adjoining land.  A copy of the paperwork had been received giving the current land owner full legal title and it was agreed to write to the agent stating ‘Irchester Parish Council would be pleased to engage with the Agent of the land adjoining the Austin Close Play area regarding the sale of land for access. This is subject to the Agent engaging with the Neighbourhood Plan Group and also subject to the Agent paying for any valuation or legal costs that the Parish Council will incur for the sale of the land.’  
d) Request had been received for the Sports Association to use the recreation ground for parking on 12th July for the opening of the new pavilion.  This was agreed.

Highways – 
a) There was no Highway Warden report for Irchester.  It was requested that someone could check the village for problems and Cllr Elliott could complete the report.  Cllr N Greenhalf stated that he would be happy to monitor the village for July and August and liaise with Cllr Elliott for the report.
b) TL5 footpath order had been made to close UL10 and TL5 from NCC. The bridge could be mended under S106 regarding mending the bridge due to the proposed cycleway and the proximity to Chester House.

Previous objections need not be raised but further objections were made regarding the application in respect of the visual impact, NHP and archaeological evidence.

a) Discussion took place regarding the bins for the cemetery. The collection was on Tuesday however the black bin was half full.  It was agreed to purchase litter bins and ask Norse to add them to the collection round.
b) Discussion took place regarding the amendments to the rules and regulations and it as agreed to accept the changes and to add further details regarding the cremated remains plots.
