Recreation Grounds
a) Report received – Extensive damage had been made to the wet pore near the swings in Irchester and damage had been caused in Lt Irchester which had been repaired.  The roof of the youth shelter was being climbed upon and it was agreed to obtain quotes regarding its repair as the fixings seemed poor.  A cradle swing needs to be replaced as the edges are cracking. The notice board has been damaged and needs to be refitted.
b) A request had been received from the Methodist Church to use the Recreation Ground in 2019 for an event.  RESOLVED to allow the Church to use the ground provided that all the insurances and risk assessments were in place.  A deposit of £150.00 would be required in case of damage and it was agreed that Cllr Dunkley carry out a safety inspection. Cllr R Elliott declared an interest in the event.
c) Request was received asking that a skip be placed on the Recreation Ground whilst building work was being carried out on an adjacent property.  RESOLVED to allow the skip on the Recreation ground provided it was removed the same day or fenced.  Dates to be confirmed.

e) Request was received to place a banner above the Irchester sign on Station Road corner.  It was stated that as the pc do not own the land then they could not give permission.
f) Information had been received via NCC regarding annual restrictions for New Street.  It was agreed not to object to the proposal.

· WP/18/00448/FUL - Sub-division of plot for the erection of 1No. dormer bungalow and the creation of an area of hardstanding for parking - re-submission Land To The Rear Of, 31 Edward Road, Irchester  Objection : Site viewing requested as the councillors felt this area was an over development and needed a smaller dwelling i.e. bungalow, character does not respect other properties in the area, planning goes against policy 8DI, 8DII and EI which impacts on neighbouring properties, policy 2 the setting and policy 3 ABCD landscape, Neighbourhood plan Heritage policy 2 in connection of the view of the grade I listed church.
· WP/18/00466/FUL – 188 Station Road – change agricultural building to residential – site viewing requested as there were concerns regarding the development.
· WP/18/00535/FUL Hedgerow removal Proposed 2/3 bedroom detached bungalow adjacent to 2 Wollaston Road, Irchester. -  2 Wollaston Road, Irchester, No objections raised however it was requested that the fencing be in line with the current new one to the adjoining property.
· WP/18/00499/FUL Demolition of existing rear extension and replacement with an enlarged single storey rear extension with a roof lantern 152 Station Road, Irchester – No objections
· Rushden Stanwick Lakes – details had been sent to councillors regarding the new road proposals and the Chairman asked that councillors review the plans and send comments to the Clerk

Cemetery/War Memorial

a) A request had been received to sell a purchase plot back to the council as this was no longer required.  It was agreed to repurchase the plot less an administration fee.  Future administration fees to be agreed.
b) The following was agreed:

a. Fencing for the baby section – agreed to purchase hedging for the horseshoe which would be maintained by a resident
b. Removal of the large conifer trees – agreed to have the trees removed for £550.00
c. Gravel area for the top tree and cremated remains plots – agreed to have the area gravelled at a cost of £4900.00.  Cllrs A May and P Smith objected to the proposal and asked for this to be recorded.
d. Levelling of the non-maintained grave spaces - deferred
e. Filling of the uneven ground areas – quotes to be received.
c) 11 requests had been received for reimbursement of £144.00 for failed headstones.  It was agreed to pay the request to owners of the headstones.

c) Library –Cllr Carr left the meeting - information had been received stating that the library would now not close at the moment and the library service would be arranging meetings in September to discuss things further. A letter had been received from BCW stating they were unable to purchase the building.  Minutes had been circulated from the Friends of the Library to councillors.
