Several arrests have taken place regarding the crimes from previous months, two people have been processed through the courts and have received prison sentences.  Other cases are ongoing.  Query regarding the advertising of the court results.  Question was asked if people were stopped when out in the early hours of the night/morning which was confirmed.
Public –
P Holman NHW co-ordinator had operation and pc asked to send a get well card.
Query regarding voting for councillors asked why new councillors do not attend meetings prior to elections.  Could they be asked to attend so that the public can be aware of who they are.

February roundabout Gypsy Lane – NCC to monitor.

Townwell Lane section of road risen needs attention.  To be reported to Street Doctor.
Skatepark – There was concern regarding the skate park users as some children were not wearing safety protection.  It was stated that the fence has been damaged and that there were no toilet facilities on site.  It would appear that the Recreation exercise equipment was not being used on Wollaston Road rec so suggestion was made that a village event be arranged to incorporate a picnic and use of the equipment.  It was stated by the Chair that users of the skate park had responsibility to provide their own protection helmets and pads etc and that the pc could not enforce useage. WBC had received a complaint regarding the litter problem in the area but this was being addressed with weekly litter pick, Wellingborough Norse and some of the local youths helping to clear the area.
A relatively new resident to the village stated that she felt the area was dirty, residents do not look after gardens and leave bins in the road.  Road sweeper does not come to the village.  The public were informed that the road sweeper had attended the village during the week but not all areas get cleansed.
Trees in country park and Little Irchester were being cut down, this was due to disease.
Chair thanked the public and police for their comments.

Financial Matters
a) Approval of Payments – Resolved: That the payments £16,894.81 for April 2015 be approved
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b)
The bank statements of £52,015.97 for the current account and £22,644.31 for the deposit account were noted as being available after current payments made.

c)
RESOLVED that Cllr I French and L Brown authorise the bacs payments for April
d)
The report had been received from the Internal Auditor.  It was noted that an invoice had been received from a previously used contractor which did not have the VAT registration number on which could be queried on reclaiming VAT.  Clerk to check all invoices in the future.
e)
The Annual Return for 2014/15 was agreed with the Governance Statement being agreed on all points.
f)
Discussion took place regarding the refurbishment of the library and a donation from the pc to NCC towards it.  Request was made for approximately £400.00 to match fund the same amount as the Friends would donate to NCC for additional equipment.  It was agreed that if the Friends were purchasing on behalf of the library then the rules for grant applications would apply. 
g)
EON had increased their rates by 50% and other suppliers were being contacted for costs.
h)
It was noted that a grant had been received from WBC and Irchester Gala for the NH Watch of £350.00 of which the parish council was the holding account.

Recreation Grounds

a) Inspection report had been received.  The copings for the skate park had not yet been repaired and the manufacturer had been reminded.  Discussion took place regarding the fencing at Austin Close as some rails had been broken and part removed.  This was because the youths were using the grass bank to travel down even though this was not part of the park structure.  It was suggested that where the fence was removed that a gate be fitted so that it could be opened when the park is in use.  It was agreed to look at the section to convert it to a gate.  Discussion also took place regarding toilets on the park but it was agreed not to carry this forward.

Highways – 

a) As CP had moved from the area there was no report from the Highways Warden although the NHW co-ordinator had sent in a reminder of outstanding issues.
b) A quotation had not been received regarding the upgrading of the light in St Katherine’s Way.  The contractor was contacted and he stated that he would install the alleyway light and Ash Close within the next 2 weeks.
c) Discussion took place regarding the clearing of the alleyways and it was stated that some alleyways were the responsibility of the pc and others it was unsure who maintained them.  Wellingborough Norse had been asked to clear London End alleyway, which on this occasion was agreed, however future clearance may cost the pc. RE to investigate re fence in the alleyway which seemed to be causing problems.
d) Councillors were given an update on TL5 from NCC and the Ramblers Association
e) Details of the ‘no waiting order’ for High Street/School Hill and Newtown Road/Daniels Road had been received.  No further comments were made.
