b) Current financial statement – sent to councillors prior to the meeting.  Statement of accounts £144,084.38
c) RESOLVED that Cllr Miss L Brown and JP Carr authorise the bacs payments for September

d) The external audit paperwork had been returned with no comments or queries raised.  The Clerk was thanked for her work in keeping the finances in order and well presented.
e) Budget comparison figures were previously given to councillors.  It was stated that the Wellibus membership had been increased and query was raised if organisations sent copies of accounts to the council.  It was confirmed that only those applying for grants sent this information in as the PC agreed to cover Wellibus membership when the minibus was disposed of. Generally the council was on target and within budget.
f) Administration costs were discussed particularly when burial plots are re sold back to the council.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk, Chairman and Vice Chairman, at their discretion, can apply an administration cost of more than £10.00 dependent upon the work involved, up to a maximum figure of £50.00

Recreation Grounds
a) Report received – RESOLVED to purchase new bolts for the Youth Shelter.  There were also 2 small holes in the wet pore on the Recreation Ground which will be monitored/repaired.  The sleeves on the springers were beginning to split and would need to be monitored.  The sign was in the process of being reinstalled.

Highways – 
a) Report – It was stated that there appeared to be vegetation growing in the gutters and around signs – to be reported to Street Doctor
b) Discussion took place regarding the highlighting of the Irchester lettering on Station Road corner.  It was stated that some of the plants have suffered through the summer heat and would need to be replaced.  RESOLVED to allow up to £100.00 to purchase new plants.  It was agreed that the area around the lettering could be dug out in order for the word to stand out more.
c) It was stated that the downloading of the VAS data had changed and that the software wanted to control details on the telephone.  As the phone used was not owned by the PC the user did not agree to the changes therefore it was suggest a sim card be purchased.  It was agreed that a pay as you go sim card could be purchased up to the value of £20.00.

· WP/18/00566/OUT Proposal: Application for outline planning permission with some matters reserved for the erection of single residential dwelling to be located on the plot between 27 and 31 Gipsy Lane (access to be determined at this stage), Single residential dwelling to be located on the plot between 27 and 31 Gypsy Lane Location: Land Between 27 And 31, Gipsy Lane, Irchester – No objection however concern was raised regarding the access to the agricultural fields and request was made that the dwelling, when proposed, is in line with either the bungalow or chalet and that the Irchester Neighbourhood Plan states a preference for smaller dwellings within the village.
· WP/18/00582/FUL Proposal: Single storey rear and side extension Location: 69 Bradshaw Way, Irchester, Wellingborough, Northamptonshire, NN29 7DN – No comment
· WP/18/00570/FUL – Double storey side and rear extension 39 Farndish Road – No Comment
· WP/18/00466/FUL Station Rd – Information was given regarding the progress of this property being 28th Sept 2015 – the retention of a timber cabin, 30th Feb 2017 – change of use from a barn to dwelling house, 28th April 2018 – Erection of a 3 bay garage and storeroom and 17th July 2018 alternative conversion details from the 2017planning application.
