· Discussion took place regarding the seat on the corner of Arkwright Road and it was agreed to replace it with a new recycled one.  Delegated powers were given to the Clerk to order a new bench.

Community Projects
a) Details were received regarding the setting up of a community orchard in the open space area at Bradshaw Way. Several experts had visited site and stated that the area was ideal however query was raised regarding underground sewage pipes which would need to be investigated.  The planning department had been informed and there would be no restrictions in planting an orchard in the area.  The site could take approximately 18 trees planted in a honeycomb shape.  A letter to be sent to the neighbouring properties informing them.  The parish council agreed to the suggestion of the orchard as long as there would be no damage to any underlying pipework.
b) Discussion regarding the Remembrance Day services took place and query was raised regarding its organisation and insurance. It was agreed that the pc organise the service and obtain cover under the pc insurance. 
c) Library – a meeting had been held with the NNC property team and they had agreed in principle to repair some of the items from the condition survey and obtain updated certificates etc.  Once the work had been carried out satisfactorily then the pc would be expected to sign the lease in order for the building to become operational.
