b) It was stated that a quotation had been received to tarmac the basketball court for £10,600 as the area was deteriorating rapidly with the wet pore.  A grant application had been sent to BCW to help fund the project but it was unsure if any resources were still available. After further discussion it was RESOLVED to accept the quotation and have the work carried out as soon as possible.  Notices would be installed stating the surface had been changed.
